A ministerial action plan

In order to strengthen student the support
measures and actions for health and well-being,
the Ministry of Culture published an “Action Plan”
in March 2022 to demonstrate its commitment to
the 20 Schools of architecture in this approach.

User account

To use all the IT tools, you need a personal user
account:

For the first connection, the original user name is
the family name and the password is the student
number.

The password must be changed on a school
machine when you log on for the first time.

RENATER Messaging and Sharing

This is ENSASE's primary communication tool.
Each user has an email account. Your connection
login is your email address: prenom.nom@
st-etienne.archi.fr (your password will be given to
you at the start of the academic year).

Tatga: the student education portal

Taiga is the national portal for all schools of
architecture. It gives students access to
timetables, teaching records, certificates of
enrollment, teachers directory, etc.

Taiga can be consulted remotely and is accessible
via an individual password issued to each student.

Equipment of rooms and workshops

Most classrooms are equipped with a video
projector and a desktop computer.

Rooms 123, 207, 217, 219, 315, 317 and 404 have
sound systems.

Room 123, in amphitheater configuration, has
completely renovated audiovisual equipment with
the possibility of interactivity and a whiteboard
over the entire projection surface.

Prints

Printers and copiers are connected to the network
and managed by the Impressions server. Each
workstation has the nearest printer as its "default
printer". Other printers (copiers or plotters) can
also be added.

The model workshop is a space for making models
and prototypes. It is equipped to work with wood,
cardboard, polystyrene, Plexiglas, metal, etc.

It has a range of machine tools (sliding mitre saw,
scroll saw, drill press, wood lathe, lap sander, belt

sander, band saw, circular saw, bench grinder, etc.).

Portable electrical equipment (drill, screwdriver,
jigsaw, etc.) is also available, as well as a wide
range of tools that can be borrowed from the
manager (hammer, screwdriver, cutter, measuring
and marking tools, etc.).

A laser cutting machine is available for fast,
accurate cutting and engraving.

The machines can only be used in the presence of
the manager. The supervisor is responsible for
ensuring that safety rules are observed, and
provides students with the appropriate personal
protective equipment.
